I just finished my thirtieth  
year as Conductor of the  
Collegium. The Foundation  
created the most wonderful  
celebration for me at a gala  
reception following the  
Collegium’s wonderful  
performance of Bach’s B Minor 
Mass last March. I was so honored and touched by the 
very meaningful thoughts expressed by so many alums 
who came to the reception. 

Oddly I feel no older than when I started—my mind  
is the same—i.e., I still forget everyone’s name—but 
every morning I see this odd gray-haired person staring 
at me in the mirror—who is that!?! Which reminds me 

that I really should be sure you know: Marvin is 
gonna retire soon! 
 

At the end of the academic year 2009–2010, I will  
step down as director of choral activities. I have told 
the students, the chair of the music department, and 
the director of the Office for the Arts, as well as the 
executive committees. As I told all the Holden singers 
in a joint rehearsal of Symphony of Psalms last February, 
while I feel like I could stay for another thirty years, I’d  
be ninety-seven then! So Polly and I, after talking about 
this for easily five years, think the time has come! 

While the timing of the announcement of the search 
process has not yet been confirmed, it appears that  
this spring ’09 (probably the middle of the second  
semester), the process will begin to get underway. 
While I will not be involved (properly so!) I can  
suggest to friends/colleagues of mine to apply once  
the job announcement is made—and of course I will!  

B Minor was chorally ecstatic! Gena Haugen, manager 
for more than a year preparing for this massive  
project, was a spectacular leader in all ways. She and 
Allie Brandt, who took over the reins of Collegium 
manager in February, were a fabulous team. Members 
of the Handel & Haydn orchestra played spectacularly 
and the soloists were fabulous.

We are organizing a pre-concert dinner at a nearby 

restaurant and reserving a Holden group section at  

the Sing-In. Our very own Jim Marvin will join us for 

dinner and be among twenty of the area's finest  

choral conductors directing choruses from the full  

Messiah at the 41st annual popular holiday event.  

Registration information will be sent out in early fall to 

HRCM, HGC and RCS alumni.  If you’re in the NYC 

area, you won't want to miss it, so save the date!   

 

 

Three weeks later saw Collegium join RCS and  
HGC for a celebration of the Glee Club’s 150th  
anniversary in a performance of Stravinsky’s  
Symphony of Psalms. It too went fabulously, and  
what a joyous celebration this was. In the fall the 
Collegium enjoyed immensely the leadership of our 
Associate Conductor, Dr. Kevin Leong [Kevin now 
holds two doctorates—one in biophysics and one  
in conducting!] who conducted an exquisite  
concert of music from Great Britain: works by Byrd 
through Britten. The polish that Kevin put on the 
repertoire shone so brightly—I was very moved—
the Collegium was at their best. 

This fall Kevin again will begin the year 
with the Collegium and their fall  
concert of Music from Germany on 
November 8—a joint concert (like last 
year) with my conducting RCS. The 
repertoire will include the great Brahms 
motet, Warum ist das Licht gegeben, works 
by Schütz from Geistliche Chormusik,  
and other repertoire ranging from the 
Renaissance to the Recent.  

On March 13, Collegium will tackle 
what I consider the great twentieth-
century a cappella masterpiece: the Frank 
Martin Messe for Double Chorus. I have wanted to 
do this work for a long time, and knowing that 
HRCM will have about forty-five returning members 
who are fabulous, I now have an opportunity before 
I retire to share this great work with our singers. On 
the same program will be a New England premiere 
of a work entitled Songs of Love and War, composed 
by our own Pulitzer Prize-winning Vinnie Moravec 
’80. Known internationally as Paul (i.e., Vincent 
Paul), Vinnie has written one of the most poignant 
works I have seen—each movement is based upon 
letters from (or to) young men in war: Vietnam, 
World War II, World War I, Civil War—a four-
movement work for Baritone Solo (Sumner Thomp-
son), SATB Chorus, Trumpet & Strings (Emmanuel 
Music). And Vinnie is coming to the concert! 

The Holden Choirs conclude the year on May 1 with 
a performance at ARTS FIRST of Beethoven’s Missa 
Solemnis. Yes, Marvin is doooing it again! Interest-
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ingly enough, the singers of HGC, RCS, and HRCM 
were all clamoring to perform a BIG work (having sung 
Mahler and Stravinsky the past two years, the seniors 
had not sung a big work since our Victorian Messiah)—so 
why not return the Biggest Biggie—and we have the 
singers to do it!! 

I am VERY VERY proud of the fact that RCS, HGC, 
and HRCM all have the largest returning rates of my 
thirty years at Harvard—more than 130 altogether are 
coming back—and last year saw the best performances I 
have ever experienced in one year by all three Holden 

Choruses: the combined Stravinsky concert; 
Collegium’s fall concert and B Minor; Glee 
Club’s 150th anniversary a cappella concert 
(second half of the Stravinsky program in 
April) and summer tour performance at 
Disney Hall in LA and at the Ravinia  
Festival in Chicago; and RCS’s fall concert 
and especially their highly celebrated  
performance at the Eastern Division  
Convention of the American Choral  
Directors Association.  

And so, Holden and Holdenites are in  
great shape. Collectively the morale has 
never been higher, the musical level of   
Collegium, Glee Club, and Choral Society,  

each at the same time, is on a very high plane, the student 
leadership of each ensemble is especially talented, and 
the Foundation leadership of HRCMF, with the  
outgoing extremely creative/funny/warm-hearted/
organized Emily Wood Mitchell, and the incoming  
incredibly spirited/visionary/funny/dynamic Elisabeth  
Winterkorn Lyczkowski (both of whom are working  
extremely well creating new and very important liaison 
connections with HGCF and RCSF—mirroring the 
Holden Choirs in a Holden Foundations umbrella),  
we are all in a very very good place and we have a  
dynamic choral and alumni/ae team girding up for a 
very important transition.
